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Description of Data:  To determine teacher perceptions of the quality of our school, survey data was collected from all current students, parents, and teachers.  The tables above summarize their perceptions.  
Analysis of Data:
Elementary Analysis:
According to the survey of elementary students, Daegu American School students feel that our strongest qualities in Instructional Programs are that teachers want students to learn and succeed.  Elementary students also feel our students are well behaved and understand classroom and school rules.  They feel there are varied, extra curricular activities to supplement the curriculum.  

Opportunities for growth include increased infusion of technological lessons and access to daily computer usage.  Students would also like to see increased stakeholder participation with parental involvement in school activities as well as increased science and social studies integration.  
Middle School/High School Analysis:
According to the survey of high school students, Daegu American School can claim a significant number of successful endeavors in our school, curriculum, and educational processes.  For example, the survey shows that 88% of our high school students agree and strongly agree that their teachers’ expectations are high.  Another 88% understand their daily homework and are able to complete it independently.  An overwhelming 90% of the students agree or strongly agree that they have received a highly effective education in computer technology across the curriculum and that the type of technology available to them at Daegu American School further enhances their current classroom learning experiences and their ability to compete with their stateside peers in the future.

One area in which our high school students believe there could be some improvement concerns their accessibility to modern, clean facilities.  According to the survey, 40% of the respondents felt that the facilities in their school environment were not up to par when compared with other schools.  Another 28% did not believe that there was a fair amount of courteous and respectful exchanges involved in student relationships with others.  The most important issue affecting students wherein respondents felt there was improvement needed, however, involved their involvement in the decision making process; 46% of the group surveyed believe that their opinions should receive more consideration when important school issues are decided.   

Parent Analysis: 

Parents of Daegu American School feel the school is preparing their students adequately for the next grade, but there is a need to provide additional academic help and tutors especially in science, math, and language arts.  A significant amount of parents feel there are not enough vocational study opportunities for students who may not be tracking for immediate entry into college.  Most parents feel that their children are in a safe environment with adequate and fair discipline.  Also, most parents feel the y are warmly welcomed at the school and that the school listens and acts on their concerns and communicate regularly and in a timely manner.  
Staff Analysis:
The staff at Daegu American School rated items in two categories to include: organizational relations and instructional support.  The scale descriptors used were strongly agree, agree, disagree, and strongly disagree. 

The staff strongly agreed on the following: Daegu American School is strongly committed to school improvement, and that there are positive working relationships between teachers and administrators.

The staff agreed on the following:  Daegu American School does a good job of offering learning opportunities that support student abilities and that technology is used to aid in student learning.

There were no items that reflected disagreement or strong disagreement among the staff.

Summary
The Continuous School Improvement Team, Committees, Administration and the community have been collecting data for the past 3 months.  Staff members have completed surveys with questions related to the following:

· Quality of Instructional Program

· School Climate and Environment for Learning

· School Organization and Administration

· Support for Student Learning

This data has provided the staff with critical information that will be used to establish our goals and drive our school into the future.

Our unique PK-12 school population and staff have worked hard to differentiate the curriculum and develop programs and meet the academic needs of all our students and to improve the community-school-home connection.  The data collected will aid us in further improving our instructional strategies and better informing the parents and community of our strengths and focus areas.

Our new Mission Statement has been adopted and revised and will be the driving force for our school improvement process.  During a recent full day in-service, staff members, parents and community members were involved in creating our new mission statement which clarifies the needs of the parents, staff and students.

Our standardized Terra Nova testing scores present the need to improve reading comprehension and math scores.  The percentage of our students in the Bottom National Quarters shows a great deal of fluctuation in the years 2002 – 2006 in reading and mathematics for grades 3-11.   Our latest reading results in 2006 show students in grades 6,8,9,10 and 11 were below  the 7% CSP goal, while students in grades 3,4,5 and 7 were significantly above the CSP goal.  These test results shows improvements in reading for the majority of our students which demonstrates success in our instructional strategies.  In 2006 our students Terra Nova mathematics scores in the bottom national quarters were all at the necessary 7% CSP goal in grades 5,7,9,10 and 11 and significantly above the CSP goal in grades 3,4,6 and 8 with grades 3 and 8 scores highly significantly above the 7% goal.  These test results show significant improvement in our student’s performance in mathematics for most grades but a significant need for improvement in grades 3 and 8.
Exploring the surveys and data has provided the staff with a more comprehensive overview of our successes and needs.  Following is the triangulation of data for each selected goal and our current assessment of capacity for implementing the NCA CASI Performance Accreditation Framework.
