We selected the following instruments to collect information regarding student data the TerraNova Multiple Assessments, 3rd Edition is a system-wide, norm-referenced assessment given to all of our students in grades 3-8. The tables above show the percentage of students scoring in the top two national quarters in 2009 and 2010.

Analysis of Data:  

The DoDEA Community Strategic Plan (CSP) goal for this assessment is to see 75% or more of the students perform within the top two national quartiles.  Although the majority of our students perform above the national norm, our students did not reach the DoDEA CSP goal. After reviewing the chart and the DoDEA CSP goal, there is a need for performance goals to improve student proficiency Math, Language, Reading, Science and Social Studies.
PERCENTAGE OF HAS STUDENTS WHO SCORED BELOW STANDARD

ON TERRANOVA (3RD EDITION) BY SUBJECT, 2009 AND 2010
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Description of Data: 
We selected the following instruments to collect information regarding student data the TerraNova Multiple Assessments, 3rd Edition is a system-wide, norm-referenced assessment given to all of our students in grades 3-8. The tables above show the percentage of students scoring in the bottom national quartile.

Analysis of Data: 

A historical analysis of student performance in the bottom national quartile of the TerraNova, indicates that HAS students do not consistently meet the CSP goal of 7% or fewer scoring in the bottom national quartile in Language, Math, Reading and Science. Furthermore, the number of students in the bottom quartile has increased in Math and Social Studies from 2009 to 2010, and stayed the same in Language and Reading. This Data suggests that there is a need for performance goals to improve Math, Language, Reading and Science.
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Description of Data: We selected the following instruments to collect information regarding student data the TerraNova Multiple Assessments, 2nd Edition is a system-wide, norm-referenced assessment given to all of our students in grades 3-6. The tables above show the percentage of students scoring in the top two national quarters.

Analysis of Data: Although our students tend to score well above the National Norm Group average, the DoDEA Community Strategic Plan (CSP) requires that 75% of our students score in the top two national quarters. Therefore, the school may need to identify a student performance goal in the area of Reading, Language, Mathematics Science, and Social Studies.
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Description of Data: We selected the following instruments to collect information regarding student data the TerraNova Multiple Assessments, 2nd Edition is a system-wide, norm-referenced assessment given to all of our students in grades 3-6. The tables above show the percentage of students scoring in the bottom national quarters.
Analysis of Data: The data indicates that our students do not consistently meet the DoDEA Community Strategic Plan goal of 7% or fewer scoring in the Bottom National Quarter in the areas of Mathematics and Science. The data, therefore, suggest that the school may need to identify targeted subgroups of students in these areas should one of those broad areas be selected as a student performance goal.

Analysis of Data:
· Reading:  The DoDEA Community Strategic Plan (CSP) goal for the Reading section of the TerraNova is for 75% or more of the students to perform within the top two national quartiles. Greater than 75% of the 5th grade and 7th grade female and 8th grade males were able achieve the goal while the rest of the student populations were not able to reach the CSP goal. This data suggests that the school may need to identify a student performance goal in Reading.
· Math: The DoDEA Community Strategic Plan (CSP) goal for the Math section of the TerraNova is for 75% or more of the students to perform within the top two national quartiles. The 5th and 7th grade females and the 5th and 8th grade males were able to achieve this goal while the rest of the student populations were not able to reach the CSP goal. This data suggests that the school may need to identify a student performance goal in Math.
· Language:  The DoDEA Community Strategic Plan (CSP) goal for the Language section of the TerraNova is for 75% or more of the students to perform within the top two national quartiles. The 5th, 6th and 7th grade females and the 5th and 8th grade males were able to achieve this goal while the rest of the student populations were not able to reach the CSP goal. This data suggests that the school may need to identify a student performance goal in Language.

Summary
The School Improvement Team and Committees along with their members originally collected data during the 2007-2008 school year.  The Humphreys American School (HAS) faculty completed a survey that consisted of questions on instructional strategies, school organization and leadership, school climate and environment, school support for student learning, and curriculum.  This data has provided the staff and community with critical information that was used to establish our goals and drive our school forward.
On November 30th, 2007, during a “Data Carousel” activity, HAS staff and several community member stakeholders reviewed the student performance data contained in the School Profile and the results of the Customer Satisfaction Surveys. The data retrieved from the Parent Survey Response to Curriculum Areas identified a need to improve student performance in Reading Comprehension and Mathematical Reasoning, Problem-solving and Computation. After reviewing the testing data and analyzing the students’ strengths and weaknesses, the stakeholders determined two student performance goals.

Our standardized testing scores present the need for our school to improve reading and math scores. The TerraNova, 3rd Edition Language Arts, Science and Social Studies subtests indicate a drop in students scoring in the top two national quarters in from 2009 to 2010.  Also, during this same year, there was an increase in students performing in the bottom national quartile in Social Studies.  More importantly, in 2009 and 2010, all student subpopulations did not meet the benchmark on the TerraNova for Reading, Language, Science or Social Studies. Lastly, although our students tended to score well above the national norm group average on the Scholastic Reading Inventory (SRI) and the Diagnostic Reading Assessment (DRA) in 2006, the data suggests that student performance at HAS does not meet the DoDEA Community Strategic Plan goal that all students score at or above the standard on these assessments. This data indicates a need for a student performance goal in Reading Comprehension with an emphasis on nonfiction comprehension, analysis and interpretation.

On the other hand, in analyzing the HAS Math Assessment and the data from the InView and the Naglieri; many of the subpopulations did not meet the DoDEA benchmarks. This was consistent for the top two quarters of students as well as the bottom quartile. And, although the percent of students scoring in the top two quartiles on the mathematics section of the TerraNova did not decrease from 2009 to 2010, the percent of students performing in the bottom quartile increased by four percent and the DoDEA benchmark was not reached by the top two quartiles or the bottom quartile of students.  This data indicates a need for a student performance goal in mathematics computation and the understanding of mathematical principles.

Furthermore, the Vision Statement is a critical component of our school improvement process.  All HAS faculty members, numerous members from the community, and several students were all involved in creating a clear and concise Humphreys American School Vision Statement. Our Eagle Vision exemplifies the needs of the parents, staff and students and gives the HAS educational community a clear and achievable goal to work towards for the betterment of our students and community. 

Humphreys American School has a unique population, and the HAS staff has worked hard to differentiate the curriculum and develop programs to meet the academic needs of our students and to improve the home-school connection. The data collected in this School Profile will enable us to further improve our instructional strategies and to focus on better informing the parents and community of our strengths.  
Exploring the surveys and data within this profile has provided the staff with a more comprehensive overview of our successes and needs.
